Ordinance #03-12 Vacating a Partial Easement along the Spanish Fork River with A&H McKell

Mr. Thompson explained that when the City got into the construction of the bridge at Main Street
they decided it would be better to move the bridge further upstream. Mr. Mckell has asked the
City to vacate the unneeded part of the easement to A&H McKell Family, L.C., and said that
there was a gate that needed to be installed and one that needed to be repaired by the City. In
vacating this property the McKell's will take care of the gates.

Mayor Andersen welcomed any public comment.
Takoby Knapp asked if this would make it harder for him to go to school.

Mr. Thompson said that this would not affect the school but the overall trail system does have an
impact on access to schools and parks.

Mr. Thompson explained that when the bridge was to be constructed the City looked at the trail
and moved the bridge to where the channel was narrower and the footing would be in the bank
more. This easement is outside of the fence along the trail.

Councilman Dart made a Motion to move out of Public Hearing.
Councilman Scoubes Seconded and the motion Passed all in favor at 6:46 p.m.

Councilman Davis made a Motion to approve Ordinance #03-12 Vacating a Partial Easement
along the Spanish Fork River with A&H McKell Family, L.C.
Councilman Leifson Seconded and the motion Passed all in favor with a roll call vote.

NEW BUSINESS:

Appointment of Parks & Recreation Committee Members

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Councilman Dart made a Motion to approve the Mayors re-appointment of Susan Barber and
Betsy Redford to the Parks & Recreation Committee, and new appointment of Gary Briggs to the
Parks and Recreation Committee.

Councilman Leifson Seconded and the motion Passed all in favor.

Discussion on making the Planning Commission the Land Use Authority for Preliminary Plats
without a master planned designation.

Mr. Baker explained that, in certain instances, we could make the Planning Commission the Land
Use Authority for Preliminary Plats. This proposal deals with straight up subdivisions. If a
developer's request is for a master planned development, it would go to the City Council for
approval.

Councilman Davis expressed that he felt he would like the City Council to stay involved so that
they know what is going on.

Councilman Leifson agreed with Councilman Davis’ remarks.

Councilman Scoubes expressed that he felt that it would be empowering for the Planning
Commission to be able to approve and that one more step in the process was not necessary.

Mayor Anderson asked Mr. Baker to draft an ordinance and bring it to Council for a formal vote.
Councilman Davis expressed that he liked to meet the developers.

Councilman Leifson made a Motion to leave the ordinance as is.

Councilman Davis Seconded and the motion Passed by a roll call vote with Councilman Gordon
voting nay and Councilman Scoubes voting nay.

ADJOURN:

Councilman Dart made a Motion to adjourn.
Councilman Scoubes Seconded and the motion Passed all in favor at 7:02 p.m.
