Atop Auto Sales 16 
Applicant:  Jim Wilson 17 
General Plan:  Mixed Use 18

Location:  616 South Main Street 20

Mr. Pierce explained that the plan is to demolish three buildings and construct one new one.  22 
There are redlines that have not been addressed by the applicant. 23 
 24 
Keith Farley explained that the Walco building is nine feet onto his property and an agreement 25 
that he and the previous City Power Superintendent had with him in regard to the power on his 26 
property.  The power was installed, by the City, on his property in order for the City to get power 27 
to run the pressurized irrigation in the planter strip along Main Street.  Mr. Farley expressed that 28 
he did not feel that it was his responsibility to pay for the power to be moved. 29 
 30 
Mr. Thompson explained that it does not matter where you live or operate a business within 31 
Spanish Fork City, the property owner takes care of the maintenance of the park strip. 32 
 33 
Mr. Baker asked the applicant if he was working with the Nebo School District to get the property 34 
line along Landmark School Drive purchased.  Mr. Jim Wilson expressed that he had attempted to 35 
contact Steve Maughn but had not received a call back. 36 
 37 
Discussion was held regarding landscaping and property lines. 38 
 39 
Mr. Thompson expressed that he felt the property along Landmark School Drive should be 40 
landscaped.  He explained to the applicant that a lot of the property lines in this area of town are 41 
off; some by as much as 16 feet and that typically you go off of fence lines when this is the case. 42 
 43 
Discussion was held regarding lot lines and property ownership. 44 
 45 
Mr. Anderson explained that when boundary line adjustments are needed, this is the time that 46 
they get fixed and expressed he felt the Site Plan could be approved with conditions. 47

Mr. Baker explained that final approval could not be given due to the discovery of the Janice 49 
Stewart parcel.  We cannot give Site Plan approval for improvements on someone else’s property. 50 
 51 
Mr. Baker asked the applicant if there would be a commercial dumpster or black cans.  Mr. Wilson 52 
said the black cans. 53 
 54 
Mr. Farley expressed that he had a concern with the water and pressurized irrigation.  He said 55 
that the City chose, not him, not to put in a pressurized irrigation lateral to his property and that 56 
he did not feel that it was his responsibility to pay to put one in. 57 
 58 
Discussion was held regarding the existing pressurized irrigation box in the planter strip along 59 
Main Street, whether or not a meter exists and if the applicant could just take it over. 60 
 61 
Mr. Thompson explained that when the City installed the pressurized irrigation they did not stub a 62 
lateral if there was not a need for irrigation water on the property.  It would be the responsibility 63 
of the applicant to put one in now. 64 
 65 
Discussion continued with regard to the existing pressurized irrigation box in the planter strip 66 
along Main Street. 67 
 68 
Mr. Baker moved to approve the Atop Auto Sales Site Plan subject to meeting the following 69 
conditions: 70 

1. That the City’s redline comments be addressed. 71 
2. That the single phase transformer be moved to the Northwest corner of the building. 72 
3. That the applicant works with the Nebo School District and the Stewarts on the property 73 

lines. 74

Discussion was held regarding the Northeast driveway, the shared driveway and the access width 76 
off of Landmark School Drive.  Mr. Thompson offered to talk to Steve Maughn.  Mr.  Anderson 77 
seconded and the motion passed all in favor. 78
