Contestants for the Spanish Fork Fiesta Days Rodeo Queen Contest must:  
*Not be a former Spanish Fork Fiesta Days Rodeo Queen  
*Be 16 yrs of age (on or before April 16th) to 26 years of age  
*Have a Single marital status, never married, no children 
*Agree to forfeit title and repay all compensation and awards if duties are not 
performed to the satisfaction of the Diamond Fork Riding Club Presidency/Fiesta 
Days Rodeo Committee.  
NOTE: The horse used to compete in the contest is the same horse you will be expected to 

use during all events you will be attending. (unless death or injury prohibits its use)  

 
 Contestants will be judged on:  
~Horsemanship (reining pattern, run a flag etc.) 
~Appearance  
~Prepared Speech (topic of your choice, 2-3 minutes in length)  
~Impromptu Questions given by the reigning Queen.  
~Judges Interview 
 
If chosen for Queen or Attendant you will be required to:  
• Represent the Fiesta Days celebration and Rodeo  
• Be available to visit with City, County and State Dignitaries  
• Help to advertise Fiesta Days in personal appearances  
• Ride in rodeos, parades and Grand Entries (Spanish Fork July 21, 22, 23 & 25) as       
well as Springville, Lehi, Nephi, and Pleasant Grove celebrations.  
• Attend lunches, sports events, TV or radio interviews as requested.  
• Take part in all four nights of the Spanish Fork Fiesta Days Rodeo, (grand entry, tie 
down roping, steer wrestling, mutton bustin etc.) and the same for the PRCA 
Champions Challenge rodeo on June 4th, 2016  
• Have parent’s consent if under 18 years of age.  



 Fiesta Days Rodeo Queen will receive:   trophy saddle, breast collar, tiara, 

trophy belt buckle, parade banner, traveling chaps for use during reign, and cash.  

The first and second attendants will receive:  tiara, breast collar, trophy belt 

buckle, parade banner, use of traveling chaps during reign, and cash.
