Please be sure that your pres-
surized irrigation valves are
closed before the system is
filled this Spring. This filling
could begin as early as March
15th so please check your
system right away. The valve
is located in your meter box
which can be usually be
found near the sidewalk in
front of your home. Please
be sure to securely replace
the lid to the box after you
close the valve. When the
pressurized irrigation system
is filled, test your sprinkler
system for leaks before you
turn the valve back on for the
watering season. If you have

Did You Know...?

Drinking Water

Spanish Fork has three main
sources of water and all are
from mountain springs:
Malcolm Springs, Cold Springs
and Crab Creek Springs. The
Malcolm Spring was developed
in 1903.

The City has additional wells
that can supply water when
needed, but the three springs
produced enough water last
year to meet the culinary
demands.

In 2004, residents and
businesses consumed nearly
1,161,500,000 gallons (yeah,
that’s billions) of water. 80%
of that total was used in the
home. That averages out to
about 125,500 gallons of water
per home, per year.

Spanish Fork does not add
fluoride to the water system.
However, we do have trace
amounts of naturally occurring
fluoride in the water.

The City water system has 4
reservoirs that hold over 6
million gallons of water. In the
summer months, those
reservoirs can be drained
almost three times a day.

The first water lines, installed
in the 1930’s, were made out
of wood.
