This is great news!  When the City 
began the Pressurized Irrigation 
(PI) Project over 5 years ago, it had 
several major objectives.  The first 
and foremost was to create a water 
system that would supply water to 
our residents for many years to 
come, despite any drought condi-
tions.  A major part of this objec-
tive included encouraging wise 
water use and conservation among 
our residents.   

In order to fund the project, the 
City received a $5,000,000 grant 
from the Central Utah Water Con-
servancy District.  This large grant 
required the City to decrease water 
usage by 12% by the year 2020 and 
by 25% by the year 2050, as com-
pared to water usage from the year 
2000.  At this point, only 6 years 
into the project, the residents of

What does 
this mean for 
the user?   

The City will sus-
pend the pressurized irrigation 
excessive use rate as of July 2006.  
July usage is billed in the Septem-
ber utility bill.  This suspension will 
remove the charge of $2.50 per 
1,000 above the usage allotment, 
and water used above the allotment 
will be billed at the regular rate of 
$.98 per 1,000 gallons.   Those 
residents that do not have pressur-

Excessive Rate Suspension 
The suspension is the result of two major factors:  (1) decrease in water consumption and (2) 
new yards require more water.  Customers have reduced water usage and dependency by using 
proper watering techniques, changing landscapes and adjusting sprinklers.  These residents are 
to be commended for their efforts.  Spanish Fork City is also experiencing unprecedented 
growth, which means many new residents are putting in their lawns.  Whether you are planting 
seed or placing sod, a new yard requires more water to become established.  Spanish Fork City 
encourages all residents to take pride in their property and beautify their yards and encourages 
new residents to take advantage of the upcoming fall weather and plant their yards. 

This is an indefinite suspension of the excessive use rate and the City will continue to monitor 
usage.  Residents are encouraged to continue water conservation habits and are reminded that 
they will continue to pay for the water used, just not at the excessive use rate.  If usage dramati-
cally increases, creating conflicts with grant requirements, the City may have to reinstate the 
excessive use rate.
