Spanish Fork City is Open for business monday-friday, 8 am—5 pm 

The Utah State Legislature 
recently passed a law requir-
ing all state offices to be 
open five days a week, end-
ing the four-day work week 
that was put into place in 
2008. This change at the 
state level has caused some 
confussion about when local 
governments, including 
Spanish Fork City, are open 

for business. Spanish Fork 
City switched back to the 
traditional five-day work 
week about four years ago 
and has no plans to change. 
City Offices will continue to 
be opened for business 
Monday - Friday, 8:00 a.m. – 
5:00 p.m. For convience, 
citizens are encouraged to 
pay their utility bills online, 

over the phone, or via the 
drop box located in the City 
Hall parking lot. Citizens can 
still resolve disputes or pay 
in person at the Casheir’s 
window during regular busi-
ness hours.  

Fun Fact:   
About half of all utility bills 
are still placed in the City 
Hall drop box every month.
