The Planning Commission typically 
meets the first Wednesday of every month at 6 pm in the City 
Office Building.   

The Fire and Ambulance Divisions will test their all-call siren at 
noon on Wednesday, January 1. 2014.  Residents in the area of 
the Public Safety Building (370 N Main) should not panic nor 
worry when they hear it.  Starting in 2014 emergency officials 
will test this equipment twice each year, in January and July.  
Some residents will hear a loud siren for a short time; we apolo-
gize for any inconvenience this may cause.
